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The Create a new lesson:

When you click the Create a new lesson a new unique value gets created for your lesson and inserted into a database table named LESSON. We call this value lessonid. This value is used all through the creation of the lesson as a global reference key.

Uploading media:

Media can be uploaded to the server from the Lesson Clips (author4.php) and Support Material (author5.php) pages. The upload functionalities are controlled from voila_webobject.inc file. Please see this file for more information. 

Outstanding issues:

In order for Voila to meet with the W3C and ADA compliance there are still some issues that would need to get resolved. Each file have been represented below with a description of the current know issues.

author1.php: The Lesson Authors interface has the same functionality/layout as the Speaker/Narrator under author4.php. There layout of authors need to get combine into one form instead of separate forms, when more than 2 authors exist. The file author4.php have some good examples on how it can be done.

author3.php: The standards interface need a combination of the forms when more than one standard is selected into one form. This form should have all the standards in one lesson. Currently each delete standard button is identified by some hidden variables called: lessonid, ClassId, StandardId and has a form tag around it.

author6.php: Publish to a web location of my choice with Webdav. The backend of this function is controlled by a perl script that uses the perl module HTTP::DAV.

Issues occur when you try to use this publish method and php times out. I have tried to create a pre perl script to validate users input, not sure if that also is causing the problem. PHP have several calls to the shell, i.e. exec(‘’), system(‘’), passthru(‘’), etc.

I found that their return value might vary among some php versions and systems.

Suggested layout changes:

Have the Workspace layout more controlling so that the buttons for “Completed Lesson” and “Lesson in Progress” and “Tools” will output the selected content instead of just being ankers (similar to the “View Deleted Lessons”). 

Further development:

To understand the structure of Voila please view the voilamap.pdf with a somewhat overview of the MySQL database and tables. This should help you understand how relations are made within Voila. The main id is LESSON.ID, which hold a reference to most of the other tables.
